Subject: Repatriation of the newly displaced Brus of Mizoram after 13.11.2009
Dear Mr Chakma,

We, the representatives of the Bru Coordination Committee (BCC) assembled at
Agartala, Tripura today i.e. 15" February 2010 have considered the proposals and
explanations (verbal) of Mr Suhas Chakma, Director of Asian Centre for Human
Rights pursuant to his discussion with the Ministry of Home Affairs, government of
India on the repatriation of the newly arrived Bru displaced persons who fled to
Tripura from Mizoram on 13 November 2009 onwards. Mr Chakma informed that
the discussion with the Home Ministry, among others, took place based on the letter
written to the Chief Minister of Mizoram, Pu Lalthanhawla by BCC representative,
Mr Elvis Chorkhy on 12 January 2010.

The BCC and the Mizoram Bru Displaced Persons Forum (MBDPF) have passed a
resolution not to sit for dialogue with the State government of Mizoram until Mr R.
Laldawngliana, Vice President of the MBPDF, who was arrested on 23 January
2010 after being invited for talks, is released.

However, to express our faith in the Union Home Ministry in the interest of the
welfare of the Brus and to dispel any insinuation that the Bru leaders have been
preventing the return of the displaced Brus, the BCC will be happy to fully
cooperate on the repatriation of the newly arrived Brus if the following terms and
conditions are accepted by the Central government of India:

1. All the Brus who have fled from Mizoram to Tripura following the attacks
from 13™ November 2009 shall be repatriated. In this context, a request for
survey for inclusion of those not included in the relief list is still pending
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
